It may only be a
three minute report from a
missionary’s letter, or a
special prayer, but
something is done every
week.

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Doing Missions OR
in my church

Missions is seen as a one-week event, once a year.
Missionaries are seen as a special breed of people called
of God to fulfill His calling.

Missions is rarely mentioned in sermons outside of our
missions emphasis week.

Adults decide on their own if God is "calling" them into
missions.

The terms people groups or unreached peoples are
foreign to the average lay person.

The average attendee can only name 2 -3 verses that
deal with missions.

The idea of adopting a people group is foreign to us.
Most members don®know who their missionaries are or
where they@e serving.

Mission prayer meetings aren®usually held, and are
poorly attended when held.

There’s only a ‘take care of our own’ attitude in our
church.

Missions, though never stated, in reality is seen as a
reluctant obligation of the church.

Missions is confused with giving money to the poor and
other charities.

World evangelization is integrated into church life
throughout the year.

Everyone has a role in evangelizing the world.

God® heart for the nations is heard in almost every
sermon.

Church leadership challenges couples and singles to
consider going to unreached areas overseas.

Sunday School children are familiar with the terms
unreached peoples or people groups.

The average lay person can cite dozens of verses
showing that God® heart for all nations is a major
theme of the Bible.

Our church is prayerfully considering to, or have
already adopted a people group.

Most know who the church missionaries are, where
they serve, and how to pray specifically for them.

Joining in the spiritual battle on the foreign field is an
exciting part of on going prayer.

Members are excited about God’s love in their lives
and want others around the world to know about it.

People understand that world evangelization is a
central reason for why the church exists.

Members understand that Jesus’ emphasis is upon
making disciples of every ethnic nation and they know
the importance of reaching people groups who have
not yet heard regardless of how rich or poor they are.
